Role of a Volunteer

You will work as assistants to the “mahouts” (elephant handlers), getting involved in the following tasks:

• Bathing the elephants in the river twice a day
• Cleaning out and maintaining their enclosures in the morning
• Washing and feeding the baby elephants
• Other assistance in construction or maintenance work (as needed)
• Some work, such as the mental stimulation of the elephants, is usually left to the initiative of the volunteers
with some guidance from the “mahouts”

the first and third Monday of each month.
